IP WAIVER ON COVID VACCINES, MEDICINES

India, S Africaface EU opposmon

Proposal to limit export restrictions,
increasing production better options: EU

New Delhi, June 18

Action has begun at the WTO for
holding text-based negotiations
on India-South Africa’s proposal
for a temporary waiver of intel-
lectual property (IP) provisions
for Covid19 related vaccines
and medical products. How-
ever, it is facing strong opposi-
tion from the EU, which has in-
dicated that its own suggestion
of limiting export restrictions
and supporting production is a
better alternative to address
supply concerns.

At the TRIPS Council meeting
on Thursday, India and South
Africa insisted that the two pro-
posals should be discussed sep-
arately on their own merit, a
Geneva-based official told
BusinessLine.

“The TRIPS council chair op-
ted for two open-ended sessions
this month; one on June 30 for
discussing the scope of the In-
dia-South Africa waiver pro-
posal in terms of what all TRIPS

provisions and products it
would cover, and the other on
June 24 to discuss the EU pro-
posal,” the official pointed out.

Revised proposal

India and South Africa submit-
ted a joint proposal to the WTO
on October 2 last year, which
was revised last month, propos-
ing a temporary waiver of some
TRIPS obligations for Covid-19
vaccine and other health
products and technologies for
the prevention, treatment or
containment of the virus
forthree years. It was supported
by a large number of develop-
ing countries and LDCs.

While developed countries
such as the US, Australia and
New Zealand finally came on
board this month and suppor-
ted text-based negotiations on
the issue, there is a possibility
that they would want the
waiver to be restricted to just a
few items, mainlyvaccines. “The
TRIPS council met on Thursday

after a decision taken in its last

meeting to begin text-based ne-
gotiations for an urgent IP re-
sponse to Covid based on India-
South Africa’s proposal, but also
taking into account other pro-
posals, including the one made
by the EU,” said the official.

An elaborate proposal

Unfortunately, for India and
South Africa, the EU did not
mince words in opposing their
proposal, saying that the broad
waiver proposed by them was
not the right response to the
pandemic. It said that the dis-
cussion should have a more tar-
geted approach focussing on
limiting export restrictions,
supporting production expan-
sion, and facilitating the use of
current compulsory licensing

provisions in the TRIPS Agree-

ment by including simple
mechanisms for its use. It said it
would announce a more elabor-
ate proposal soon.

According to the Chair’s de-
cision, consultations between
smaller delegations should
start immediately on the pro-
posed measures, and members
should also consult with their
respective government’s back
home on the matter, said the of-
ficial. This could then lead up to
the open-ended sessions.

There will be some more in-
formal sessions on July 6, July 14
and July 20, and on the last day
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the TRIPS Council will meet
again formally to agree on a re-
portbased on the discussions to
be presented to the General
Council.

“If members come to an
agreement on the appropriate
IP response by July 20 and
present it to the General Coun-
cil, it can be hoped that the
agreement will be implemen-
ted. However, if consensus con-
tinues to elude members then
the matter can drag on,” said
the official.

UN special rapporteurs express concern

The new IT rules in their current
form do not conform with the
international human rights
norms, according to United Na-
tions experts.

A group of UN special rappor-
teurs, in a recent communica-
tion to the Government of India,
which was viewed by Business-
Line, urged the Centre to review
certain provisions in the In-
formation Technology (Inter-
mediary Guidelines and Digital
Media Ethics Code) Rules 2021
that “do not appear to meet the
requirements of international
law and standards related to the
rights to privacy and to freedom
of opinion and expression”.

The provisions may hinder
the right to privacy and freedom
of opinion and expression as
protected by Articles 17 and 19 of
the International Covenant on
Civil and Political Rights, ac-
ceded to by India on April 10,
1979, said the experts .

“We are concerned that the In-
formation Technology (Inter-
mediary Guidelines and Digital
Media Ethics Code) Rules, 2021,
in their current form, do not
conform with international hu-
man rights norms,” said the ex-
perts in their report.

“As a global leader in techno-
logy innovation, India has the
potential to develop a legisla-
tion that can place it at the fore-

ATIMS study says ‘it’s unlikely another Covid
wave will disproportionately affect children’

However, we need to be geared to boost
health infra for children, says VK Paul

New Delhi, June 18
Allaying fears that the third
wave of Covid 19 pandemic will
affect children between 2-18, an
ongoing study by researchers
from the All India Institute of
Medical Sciences (AIIMS) and
others suggested that the SARS-
CoV-2 sero-positivity rate was
high among children and was
comparable to their adult
counterparts.

Hence, it is unlikely that an-
other wave will disproportion-
ately affect them. These were

the interim findings of the
study, supported by the World
Health Organisation, and were
based on a sero-surveilllance
survey carried out on over
4,500 volunteers, of which, 700
were aged between 2 and 17
years.

The final study, expected to
be completed in two to three
months, will cover a total of
10,000 participants, mainly
from  Delhi,  Gorakhpur,

Bhubaneswar and Agartala. Ac-

Opening of schools

opened schools and then
suffered sudden outbreak, we
need to be patient”.

Among all the four cities se-
lected for the study, the Gorakh-
pur site has the highest sero
positivity rate of 87.9 per cent,
while Faridabad had least sero
positivity rate of 58.8 per cent.

Antonio Guterres
re-elected as UN
Secretary General

United Nations, June 18

The UN General Assembly, on Fri-
day, appointed Antonio Guterres
as the UN Secretary General for a
second term beginning January1,
2022, days after the powerful Se-
curity Council unanimously re-
commended his name to the 193-
member body for re-election.

Volkan Bozkir, President of the
75th session of the UN General As-
sembly, announced that Guterres
“has been appointed by acclama-
tion as the Secretary General of
the United Nations for the second
term of office beginning on Janu-
ary1,2022,and ending on Decem-
ber 31,2026.” Bozkir then admin-
istered the oath of office to
72-year-old Guterres at the po-
dium of the UN General Assembly
Hall.

On June 8, the 15-nation Coun-
cil had held a closed meeting,
where it adopted by acclamation
the resolution that recommen-
ded Guterres’ name to the 193-
member General Assembly for a
second five-year term as Secretary
General. Estonia’s Ambassador to
the UN, Sven Jurgenson, Presid-
ent of the Council for June, had
told reporters after the meeting:
“We have all seen actually the Sec-
retary General in action.

“I think he has been an excel-
lent Secretary General. He’s a
bridge-builder, his views on the
conflict zones in the world and
he’s able to speak to everybody.”

rights. However, the substan-
tially broadened scope of the
rules is likely to do just the op-
posite,” they said.

‘Need detailed review’

“We would, therefore, encour-
age the government to take all
necessary steps to carry out a de-
tailed review of the rules and to
consult with all relevant stake-
holders, including civil society
dealing with human rights, free-

dom of expression, privacy
rights and digital rights,” they
added. In their report, the ex-
perts argued that the grounds of
restrictions on users and con-
tent as provided in the rules are
too broad.

The report cited examples
from Section (3)(1)(b) of the
Rules, which require social-me-
dia intermediaries to perform
due diligence for content that is
“racially or ethnically objection-
able”, “harmful to child”, “im
personates another person",

“threatens the unity... of India,”
“is patently false and untrue”, “is
written or published with the
intent to mislead or harass a
person [...] to cause any injury to
any person”.

Fragments of Covid genes
found in Sabarmati river

‘No need to panic,
say IIT researchers

A group of researchers found
fragments of the genes of SARS-
COV-2 virus (novel Coronavirus)
in water samples collected from
the Sabarmati river in
Ahmedabad.

The researchers, however, cla-
rified that these were dead virus
traces and that there was no
need to panic about the possibil-
ity of water bodies getting con-
taminated.

“From our study conducted
during four months in 2020, we
detected fragments of the genes
of SARS-COV2 virus. We had
taken total 16 samples spread
across four months with one
sample collected each week.

“Of these 16 samples, five
samples collected at different
occasions were found to be pos-
itive. But there is no need to fear.

“They were dead virus or the
fragments of the gene of the
virus,” Manish Kumar Singh, As-
sistant Professor, Department of
Earth Sciences, [IT-Gandhinagar,
told BusinessLine. For an early
warning of the outbreak in the
area, the group of researchers,
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led by Prof Singh, assessed the
water samples collected from
two lakes and a river in
Ahmedabad treated through
the waste-water treatment
plant.

Othersamples
The other samples were collec-
ted from a river in Guwahati, As-
sam, without a waste-water
treatment plant.

“It is well established that
such method of surveillance can
help you know 8-12 days in ad-
vance the possibility of a spike
in infection or the approaching
wave of outbreak in the nearby
community,” said Singh. The
source of the virus in the waste
water is excretion from the com-
munity.

“It takes the infected excreta
about 6-7 hours to reach a waste-
water treatment plant. Then the
treatment process takes an-
other 6-12 hours.
